There is no need to incur expenses for 
clothing. Do not send money or food with your child. Your child will be given 2 short sleeve tee shirts, 1 
sweatshirt; 1 sunblock short sleeve & 1 sunblock long sleeve shirt to wear while at camp.   

 
●​ Cell phones and electronics are discouraged for camp. During camp, we encourage campers to interact 

with other campers. Such devices may interfere with that experience.  Devices being used during the 
camp may be taken by the regional coordinator and held until the ride home.  Device usage in the 
cabins is permitted and will be monitored by the child’s burn buddy.  Camp Tequesta will not be held 
responsible for any devices that turn up “missing”.  This responsibility falls entirely on the owner of 
the device.
